The mountain road then
goes through Molencon and Fontaine before arriving at Ronchat.

From Moutiers, take exit 37. Go through Petit Coeur and follow Naves direction on
D93. The mountain road then goes through Molencon and Fontaine before arriving
at Ronchat.
